These weeks as I read and reflect on the scriptures for the Sunday liturgies I find myself asking: "How does this Word of God speak 
to us in our present environment of tension and stress? How does it help us to see where our faith gives us encouragement and 
support and how does it point us toward actions we can take individually and as a community? First I find myself confronted with 
(and comforted by?) the "Big Picture": there is more to life than life. God is in it with us for the long run that crosses the finish line 
only when we cross over to life beyond this world. That is a very basic truth that steadies us and gives us perspective. It can, I think, 
make it easier for us to acknowledge that we can simplify our needs, sort out the necessities from the desirables. This, of course, 
doesn't pay the mortgage or the bills if we have lost our jobs. A faith that is able to sustain our trust in God's providence even in 
these circumstances may kick in or may have to be jump started first. We may have to relearn how to pray and how to find the cour-
age to be alone with God. Prayer may not find us that job we need but it will enlighten us in very healthy ways. Second I think the 
scriptures these weeks encourage me to not fall into the trap of thinking I am alone in my bad situation or that I am worse off than 
many, many others. The scriptures inevitably point us in the direction of doing what we can to help others even from our poverty. 
Our attitude counts, our willingness to encourage and morally support others facing similar circumstances counts as well. Stretching 
to include buying a food item to bring for the Food Pantry or some small amount of cash for the Poor Box in Church are never with-
out more value than we probably give them. I also find myself going over the ways that we as a parish are responding to those in 
need. I keep putting before the staff the need to be creative in dealing with our resources so we do the most we can do with the lim-
ited resources we have. ---- However we are directly and personally impacted by the present economic crisis, we are all in it to-
gether. That is something the Word of God always calls us back to. We are the People of God, the Body of Christ, and the Living 
Temple of the Holy Spirit.   
Our connectedness is real. The need for us to be patient, kind and considerate of one another is real also. I hear this in the word 
God speaks to us these Sundays in these times.
