THE SCRIPTURES

For the next two weeks the First reading is taken from Paul’s Sec-
ond Letter to the Corinthians; he had had problems with the com-
munity in Corinth, a bustling and lively seaport, and had been
forced to pay them a brief but painful visit. Here Paul seeks to jus-
tify his authority. The tone is generally friendly, as he tries to per-
suade the people of Corinth to follow the message of the Gospel
he gave them. In the Gospel (Matthew 5) we read the first section
of the Sermon on the Mount, which relates to the nature of the
Kingdom of God. The Law of Moses is fulfilled in the new way of
living Jesus gives.

THE SAINTS

Tues 9th - Saint Ephrem was born in Nisibis (in present-day Tur-
key) in 306, and eventually ordained deacon. He was famous as

a writer of homilies, poems and many hymns for the liturgy—As a
result he was called “The Harp of the Holy Spirit”. He died in 373.

Thurs. 11th -Barnabas was born in Cyprus, he became a com-
panion of Saint Paul in his journeys, before returning to Cyprus to
preach the Gospel. His name means “Son of Encouragement”.

Sat. 13th - Anthony of Padua was born in Lisbon in 1195. He
first joined the Canons regular of Saint Augustine, but after being
inspired by the stories of Franciscan martyrdoms in Morocco he
joined the Friars Minor; though he desired to preach in Africa, he
ended up in ltaly, where he established a reputation as a great
preacher and theologian. He died in Padua in 1231, aged 36.

Sunday, June 14 is the Solemnity of the Body and Blood our
Lord.

A priest friend of mine recently gifted me with a copy of a
book Our Haven and Our Strength. It is a new translation
and commentary on the psalms by Rabbi Martin Samuel
Cohen. As far as | am concerned you can never have enough
good translations and good commentaries and reflections on
the Book of Psalms, God's own prayer book as it is often re-
ferred to. | immediately read the introduction to the book, a
masterpiece of insight and spiritual wisdom, and then | went
to Psalm 143, verse 8. It is a verse that my spiritual director
gave me to pray on a retreat | made back in 1991. | say it
every morning when | get up. Rabbi Cohen translates it this
way: "Let me hear of your mercy in the morning, for |
have put my trust in you; help me know on which path |
should walk, for | have lifted up my soul to you." | like the
translation for it grace and dignity as well as its clarity. But it
is his commentary on the psalm that really struck me. In part
he writes: "we will want to ask ourselves where we find the
security that we crave so ardently in the world. Do we truly

imagine that money---even vast amounts of it---can insulate
us against the cruelties of the wicked? Do we imagine that
safety against life's perils can be purchased, if only the price
we are prepared to pay is high enough? Or do we follow the
psalmists' lead and turn wholeheartedly to God when faced
with the prospect of grave calamity followed by unyielding,
endless sadness?" | also offer you a prayer that someone
sent me for use in these difficult economic times:

"In this time of recession, we remember all those who have
financial problems and are finding life difficult. We hold be-
fore You, O Lord, all those who are fearful for their jobs, all
those who are desperately looking for work and all those
who have become depressed and have given up looking.
May Your Holy Spirit come among us to heal the tensions
of this time and calm the many fears. And with Christ by our
side, make us aware of each other's troubles so that we may
reach out our hands with His friendship and give unstintingly
of His love. AMEN”
